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In these solutions, at a specific period, the third-party AF may request the 5GC to provide energy information (e.g., the energy consumption, renewable energy, and carbon emission information) per network slice, UE, UE group, NF, PDU Session, QoS flow, etc.
The UE/UE group energy consumption information per period may be used to predict the habits of subscribers. For instance, if the thief can use the AF to find that the UE in a specific house always having low energy consumption during the weekends (i.e. nobody is home during the weekends), the property in that house is under dangerous.

5.X.2	Security threats
Without proper authorization mechanism, the sensitive UE/UE group energy consumption information per period may be obtained by attackers. 
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5GS should be able to support authorization of the third party for exposing energy information.
