SA3 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure security and privacy check. 
In the LS, SA2 kindly request SA3 to specify, if possible, Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure via the user plane procedure as specified in TS 23.586 clause 6.7.1.2.2.
SA3 would like to provide the following feedback for this request.
The existing exposure via NEF mechanism (clause 12 of TS 33.501) does not cover the case that UE is the consumer of the NEF API. This case has been studied in Rel-18 SNAAPPY study item which enhances the CAPIF to allow UEs to invoke Northbound APIs via CAPIF. However, there is one constraint for Rel-18, which only allows that the UE can only access its own resources. Allowing UEs to access resources of other UEs via Northbound API requires an SA3 study. Considering Rel-18 timeline, it is not possible for SA3 to study and provide normative security specification in Rel-18 for the Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure through 5GC U-plane specified in TS 23.586 clause 6.7.1.2.2.
