SA3 would like to thank SA2 for their LS on limited MSISDN exposure (S3-241748/S2-2405824). SA3 believes that SA2 is redefining the concept of "trusted", which in 3GPP has the meaning of "owned and operated by PLMN" (cf. trusted non-3GPP access). This should be avoided. If the word trusted is used as such, a definition needs to be added who trusts the AF (user/subscriber or home PLMN operator) to do what.
The proposed CR furthermore is very vague, just giving examples. From SA3 perspective, it seems like RNAA could be used, as it has been defined to support subscriber aware northbound API access.
