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Overall Description:

SA3thanks SA2 for the reply LS regarding the issue of “USIM-based accessto IMS'. Inthe LS SA2 referred to the CR to
TS 33.203 which was attached to the original LS on this topic from SA3 and subsequently approved at SA#20. The CR
made the following change:

“For the purposes of this document the ISIM is aterm that indicates the collection of IMS security data and functions on a
UICC. The following implementation options are permitted:

- Use of adistinct I1SIM application on a UICC which does not share security functions with the USIM;

- Use of adistinct I1SIM application on a UICC which does share security functions with the USIM;

- Use of a R99/Rel-4-USIM application on aUICC.

NOTE: For later releases other implementations of 1SIM are foreseen to be permitted.”

SA2 explained that by removing the relation to R99/Rel-4, the last point may lead to different interpretations. It was
explained that SA2' s understanding is that the last bullet represents the following case:

- Use of aUSIM application on a UICC without ISIM.
SA3 was kindly asked to consider this as apossible clarification to TS 33.203.
SA3 would like to point out that the following sentence immediately follows the bulleted list in the specification:

“If thereisan ISIM and aUSIM application on aUICC, then the ISIM application shall aways be used for IMS
authentication.”

This sentence makes it clear that “Use of a USIM application on aUICC” refersto a UICC without an ISIM application.
Therefore the specific clarification suggested by SA2 is not considered to be necessary. However, to prevent other
incorrect interpretations SA3 have agreed the attached CR to implement the following change to the last bullet in the list:

- Use of anon IMS aware USIM application on a UICC.
