Process

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Template for email discussion
Background
After two meetings, eLCS WID still has no progress. The freeze time for R-16 is coming. We need to reach a consensus at the next meeting.
This document is used to collect positions from different companies on eLCS privacy protection solutions. SA3 leadership may use it to consider the way forward.
Open issue #1: SSID and Bluetooth device name format
At present, the focus of the debate is whether the SSID and Bluetooth device name (AP name) must contain a fixed string specified by 3GPP.
Currently, there are three views on the AP name and its usage:
· Proposal 1: The AP names can contain a fixed string specified by 3GPP, but it is an optional feature.
· Proposal 2: In any case, the UE will only collect measurement information from the APs that contain a fixed string specified by 3GPP.
· Proposal 3: 3GPP will specify the fixed string contained in the AP names. The operator may or may not comply with this rule. However, when using location services, the UE can decide which type of AP naming rules it will accept.

Solution #3: Baseline of proposal 3
Proposed in the email reflector with subject “[SA3#98bis-e][2.2,en][S3-200720] Add clarifications to the living CR”. The sample text is as follows:
The UE shall be able to choose whether to use strict rules or non-strict rules.

In the case of strict rules, the names of reference SSID shall contain a distinctive string with a minimum length of 4 non-null characters, for example "optinLCS".

In the case of non-strict rules, the UE uses the name of the reference SSID provided by the network to find the access points.
