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1. Introduction

During the SA3-LI Meeting #22 in Montreal, a proposal was discussed within ETSI TC-LI to open a new WI on specific mobile packet data services details to be specified in a new TS within TC LI to deliver IRI and CC of TS 33.108 by using delivery mechanisms defined in ETSI TS 102 232. ETSI TC-LI #13 has agreed to have further discussion/cooperation with SA3-LI on the subject before starting a new WI. This contribution gives some arguments why such a new TS is not really neceesary.
2. Discussion

  ETSI TS 102 232 v. 1.4.1 in section 4.3.1 states:

“Details for GPRS/UMTS PS are fixed within 3GPP TS 33.108 [9].

However, it would be a standards compliant LI solution if a LEA, GSM/UMTS PS domain operator and LI solution vendor came to an agreement to deploy HI port definitions laid down in the present document.”
So it clearly states that TS 102 232 is not relevant for Packet Data Services offerd via mobile access like GPRS and UMTS, these are out of scope of the document.

Moreover, plug-tests recently have shown that TS 102 232 is not yet as stable as would be necessary for uninterrupted LI services which might turn out to be a problem for Network Operators/Service Providers and manufacturers.

TS 33.108, on the other hand, did not have any significant changes or problems during the last years. It is a stable standard, well tailored to the needs of mobile systems as well as LI necessities. It has proven its stability to new systems by having been most easily adapted for Multimedia Systems without changing any significant procedures or protocols. So it has been proven that adaptations are quick and safe, if the need arises because of any new mobile systems or concepts.

So it needs to be discussed why a new specification should be needed to provide LI information related to Mobile Packet Data Services already covered well and working in TS 33.108. Moreover, problems are foreseen, if information provided in a new document is not consistent with existing standards, leaving unresolved facts and situations for law enforcement, operators and manufacturers. Also such a solution would require constant attention from standardization to kept the document consistent with other standards.

3. Conclusion

Delivery mechanisms as defined in 33.108 work fine with UMTS/GSM/IMS mobile packet data services and so there is not any reason for additional delivery mechanisms; if seen appropriate, feedback could be provided to ETSI TC-LI.
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
