2 On NGN

No news. TS 187 005 “NGN Lawful Interception; Lawful interception functional entities, information flow and reference points” has been published as v1.1.1 in December 2006. This the specification was produced with major contribution by SA3-LI and TC LI.

3 On IP TV
TC LI has also received the LS from TISPAN in SA3LI07_021. After discussion of the matter the following text has been sent as Liaison Statement to TISPAN:

Action/Decision Requested

To defer matters relating to the Lawful Interception of IP TV to TC LI.

Statement

TC LI thanks TISPAN for its request to adjudicate on matters relating to IP-TV. After some discussion in the 14th meeting of TC LI it was suggested that this is an area requiring investigation. TC LI shall therefore begin some study work over its coming meetings and report to TISPAN any findings of significance. In the short term therefore TISPAN is asked to defer all consideration of LI for the IP TV services to TC LI.

4 ETSI TS 101 671: Handover Interface specification for LI

The ES version was sent for ETSI members voting. There was great participation on the voting and a lot of positive votes on the deliverable. However, a negative vote from Deutsche Telekom and from T-Mobile was received concerning the plaintext (en-clair) distribution of the CC. For this reason the ES was not published. A CR was received from the German delegation on this subject. It was found that the proposal was not clear and may cause more confusing. The ES will remain on hold until the matter is cleared. The CR113 was put on HOLD and needs to be modified.

8 DTS/LI-00042-7 Service specific details MPDS (mobile packet data services) 

TC LI has accepted the proposed text received fro SA3-LI#23 for the Scope and the Introduction of this new specification. The Work Item has been started, The rapporteur is Chris White of GTEN.
9 Retained Data Handover
A rapporteur’s meeting has been organised to progress the work on Retained Data. And the issues as discussed further in the TC LI#14 meeting.

Work is performed on two new specifications:

· DTS/LI-00039: “LEA Requirements for Retained Data”
· DTS/LI-00033: “Handover interface for the Request and Delivery of Retained Data”
Signalling schemas have been discussed. The intention is that the HO specification will be described in both ASN.1 and XML.
10 Lawful Interception Security

Like in the previous TC LI meeting again Security related to Lawful Interception was treated, Two presentations were given. 

After the presentations the possibility was discussed to collect the efforts of all the discussions and presentations in LI#13 and LI#14 concerning security in LI. There was support from several authorities There might be a possibility to initiate a Technical Report on these subjects. In this context it was pointed out that mainly preventive measures should be taken into account rather than detective.
