· SA3LI106_098r1 Pseudo CR for MBMS Interception Stage 2 was accepted with minor editorial changes;

· SA3LI06_106r2  TS 33.107 Annex D LI in MGW CR was rejected as being unworkable as the 3GPP MGW  does not support H.248 V3 at present and CT4 does not plan to do so in the future.  The CR has been withdrawn;

· There was an LS from CT1 on multiple IMS registrations.  There may be LI implications for identifying different sessions for SA3 LI to consider;
· Document number 723 was an IETF draft on media security which could pose problems due to end to end encryption;

· The draft meeting report is available on the 3GPP server.
5.3 ETSI TC LI






S3LI07_024
Peter van der Arend presented a report of the TC LI meeting last week in Tenerife. .  There were two items of particular note for SA3 LI:
· An LS from TISPAN regarding LI for IP TV (also sent to SA3 LI and discussed later) had been received.  An LS had been sent back to request that all LI matters be referred to ETSI TC LI.  Alex Leadbeater suggested that the work on MBMS might be relevant and this was discussed further in 6.2.
· A new rapporteur has been appointed for the Retained Data Handover Interface (RDHI) work item and this is one of the main areas of new work.  The impetus for the standard was the publication of the EU Data Retention Directive early last year.  Koen Jaspers is rapporteur for the RDHI requirements and he offered to place this document on the server for information as SA3LI07_025.  The Chair said that 3GPP/GSM isn’t part of the WI and that he has asked the rapporteur to give a presentation at the next TC LI/SA3 LI joint meeting in Riga.  He asked for regular progress reports from TC LI.

5.3 WTSC-LI 
Peter Musgrove said that the focus in this group is on LI for VoIP and Multimedia services and mapping of SIP-Events (33.108 parameters) to circuit switched J-STD-025 messages.  In response to a question from the chair he said that this is US specific work with no impact on SA3 LI.

Ron Ryan presented SA3LI07_005 which contained four meeting reports of his ATIS PTSC LAES group.  He gave updates on the six work items underway.

SA3LI07_006 TIA TR-45.6 LIG Meeting Reports was presented by Ron Ryan.  He reported that work is complete on VoIP and PTT solutions and that still open is WLAN, which is similar to I-WLAN in SA3 LI.
5.8 TR-45 LAES 

Cheryl Blum reported that the group is inactive, but she is willing to report on the topic of TR-45 in the future
For information on an unrelated topic, she said that the FCC has formed industry groups to look into emergency alert broadcasts.  The assumption has been made that no LI will be required. This might be discussed at the next meeting

6. Incoming liaisons
6.1 Direct Tunnel / One Tunnel
SA3LI07_003 LS on “Normative specification work for Direct Tunnel solution” is an LS from SA 2.  It includes the relevant CR (S2-064134) for TS 23.060 and section 15.6 is most relevant for SA3 LI.  As specified in the attached CR (S2-064134) Direct Tunnel is an optional functionality in Iu mode that allows the SGSN to establish direct user plane tunnel between RAN and GGSN within the PS domain. The SGSN handles the control plane signalling and makes the decision when to establish Direct Tunnel.  The LS stated that SA2 had had some discussions about how to handle LI and asked SA3 LI to make the necessary modifications for Direct Tunnel functionality.  The relevance of invoking Direct Tunnel for LI is that CC would not then pass through the SGSN interception access point.
SA3LI07_010 LI implications for Direct Tunnel was presented by Ericsson in response to the LS, in particular to the suggestion that fallback to two tunnels should be forced for LI.  In making a change to normal operation of the 3G network it was argued that this would be contrary to the requirements of 33.106 and in some jurisdictions could be illegal.
SA3LI07_023 Concerning LS from SA2 on the Direct Tunnel was presented by Nokia and Siemens.  It pointed out that the LI suggestions made in the LS were out of scope of SA2 and should therefore be ignored.
SA3LI07_022 Reply LS on “Normative specification work for Direct Tunnel solution” was an LS from RAN3 to SA2.  It was for information only and not of direct relevance to SA3LI.
There followed a long discussion on how SA3LI should address the Direct Tunnel issue.  A good solution would be to have LI at the GGSN but because this is optional in our standard and some countries there could be legal issues and filtering would be required to remove over collection of CC.  It was felt that a sub section on options in the PS part of 33.107 might be required with perhaps an informative annex.   A CR for the next meeting might be necessary.. No reason was seen to send an additional LS to SA 2 as this topic could be fixed within SA 3 LI.
6.2 IPTV / TISPAN
SA3LI07_021 Liaison Statement to the TC LI and 3GPP SA on IPTV   from TISPAN was introduced by the Chair.  Its aim was to inform SA3LI that work on IPTV is underway and that additional telephony and messaging services are being developed for which LI will be required.  As reported in 5.3, TC LI will take the lead but it was felt that MBMS work done by SA3LI would be of relevance to TISPAN and Alex Leadbeater offered to draft an LS with a collection of MBMS documents.  The LS would be copied to TC LI for information.
Update was made to include a hint if all services are executed via IMS no problems with LI are seen as first step.

7. SA 3 LI administration

SA3LI07_007 LI WID for Rel. 8 was presented by the Chair and is a Work Item Description to provide the basis for work in SA3LI to cover services included in Rel. 8.  After including NGN IMS in the scope all organisations present supported the WID and SA3LI07_007r2 was agreed.

SA3LI07_020 MBMS Stage 2  LI 33.107 CR  was presented by BT Group and is essentially the same CR that went to SA3 previously with some editorial changes.  After discussion a small change was made to X.1 and there some other minor editorials. Alex Leadbeater stressed that this will provide a basic service.  CC may not be available at the SGSN or be encrypted.  The Chair placed an action on the whole group to study the full CC solution for the next release.

Following on from this there was discussion about the MBMS subscription list in tables in X3.1.x.  It was pointed out that for some kinds of MBMS services the number of subscribers could be very large and it may be prudent to specify a National threshold limit. SA3LI07_013 TS 33.107 – Conference CC Access [FBI - ESTS/CIU] was presented by Selvam Rengasami, builds on previous work on conference call CC and provides an explanation of the next document “SA3LI07_011 TS 33.107 – Reporting Conference Events (V2.0)”.  It presents three approaches and the “Virtual LEA Connection” approach was accepted by the group as a promising solution being efficient and delivering conferee CC even if the target goes on hold.  However it was noted that this would not be legal in all jurisdictions noted
SA3LI07_011 TS 33.107 – Reporting Conference Events (V2.0) [FBI - ESTS/CIU] and SA3LI07_012 TS 33.107 – Conference Event Information [FBI - ESTS/CIU] were presented by Selvam and will be combined into one CR in the future.  They are work in progress building on previous CRs.  There were a number of comments which were noted. It was believed that all information required would be contained in SIP messages but this needed checking The meaning of location for a conference server was raised.  A revision of the combined documents including clarifications of legal issues and national options will be brought to the next meeting

11.1 SAE

SA3LI07_008 “TS 23.402 v.0.1.0 Architecture Enhancements for non-3GPP accesses; Release 8” was provided to the group for information.
SA3LI07_009 “TS 23.401 v.0.1.0 3GPP System Architecture Evolution:

GPRS enhancements for LTE access; Release 8” was also provided for information.  It will form the basis for future work in SA3 LI.  It was noted that SA2 are still working on it.  BT Group pointed out that the architecture is described in terms of functional blocks which do not necessarily equate to physical entities.  There may be new requirements to add to TS 33.106.
11.2 LI Deltas
SA3LI07_016 Gaps in current approach for Lawful Interception (V4.0) [FBI - ESTS/CIU]  presented by Selvan Rengasami is an ongoing issues log.  WLAN WAG LI and SMS over WLAN proposals have already been presented in other documents and 2.1 will be removed from this.  
The diagrams in 2.2 had been updated to aid discussion of VoIP LI.  BT Group said that in practice the P-CSCF might be in the Home network  and suggest that the interception access point could be at the MRFP for NGN rather than in the access domain.  Perhaps the Presence Server could act as an anchor point.  There were still issues to resolve and more work is required.
For 2.3 Selvam believes MMS over IMS will be proposed by 3GPP as with SMS over IMS.  Therefore we could base the solution for MMS on that for SMS.  BT Group noted that MMS is considerably more variable and complex (eg MIME extensions) than SMS which could complicate matters.  There was clearly further work to be done.
