5 Reports of other bodies which are relevant to SA3-LI

5.1 SA#36 Busan, South Korea

Selvam Rengasami attended this meeting and reported that all new CRs from SA3 LI had been approved although an old one on MBMS for TS 33.107 has been missed (see report from SA3 in 5.2). He said that the expansion of scope to handle the common IMS had been agreed and that SA1 would be reformed to permit this. TISPAN will transfer relevant work to 3GPP by the middle of 2008. He also noted a change in terminology for SAE/LTE to Evolved Packet System (EPS) and Evolved Packet Core (EPC). There were a number of WIs in SA1 on corporate network access to IMS which should be monitored as work progresses.
5.2 SA WG3 
The Chair presented the following extract from the SA3 Montreal meeting, 22-25 May 2007, which refers to the missing CR:

Alex Leadbeater gave a verbal report of Lawful Interception issues. There are 
no major issues, except for a correction TS 33.107 that was approved and the 
CR has not gone into the body. This must be presented to SA plenary.


AP-48-01 Dionisio Zumerle and Alex Leadbeater clear out the issue of the correction CR to TS 33.107.

Alex Leadbeater provided the following verbal report of the meeting:

· The SA Plenary has totally frozen Rel.7. Rel.8 Stage 1 will be frozen in December 2007 and Stage 2 in March 2008;

· SA3 would like three week’s notice of CRs for approval;

· There is a need to align meeting dates of SA and  SA3;

· Dionisio Zumerle is the new secretary of SA3;

· Alex will attend the joint TISPAN SA3 meeting in Munich in October. There was strong concern in SA3 LI about the relation of their WIs to the work going on in TC LI and SA3 LI;

· The GSM Association is conducting surveys of spam and malware and supporting IMEI registers;

· In SAE/LTE there is a push from China Mobile for an increase in base keylength from 128 to 256 bits;

· There have been elections in SA3 with Valtteri Niemi and Peter Howard continuing as Chair and vice Chair respectively;

11 Continued Discussion and New Business

SA3LI07_073  3GPP Common IMS Lawful Interception


BT Group
This was presented by Alex Leadbeater. As already mentioned in reports from SA and SA3, the decision has been taken for 3GPP to take responsibility for TISPAN Common IMS developments, including LI. The TD argues that the current IMS LI solution is based on GPRS/UMTS access and there is a need for an access independent approach that would be suitable for TISPAN and other access technologies.

It proposed two ways in which to proceed: (1)write new stage 2 and 3 standards for Common IMS LI and (2) adapt the existing 33.107 and 33.108 standards.

There was a long discussion. There was clear agreement that work must be done for Common IMS LI but there were pros and cons to the two approaches. It was decided to start work on both approaches and make a decision on which was best at the next meeting. Alex Leadbeater and Bernhard Spalt agreed to take the following actions:

The aim of this would have been to inform TISPAN of the approach taken by SA3 LI for Common IMS LI. However as the decision has been deferred to the next meeting, this LS will also be deferred.

SA3LI07_076  Is Conference interception a topic for SA 3 LI? [Nokia Siemens Networks]

The Chair pointed out that there is no equivalent conference LI in the circuit switched standards and that conference functions are not specific to mobile systems. Koen Jaspers said that LEA requirements had been presented and that as 3GPP does have conference functions it was appropriate to carry out the work in SA3 LI. The LEA preference is to intercept at the service level rather than access.

Noting that conferencing is largely IETF SIP based, Bernhard asked if better coordination and a common approach with other bodies would be beneficial to all. Ron Ryan and Peter Musgrove for the US Regional bodies said that there would inevitably be differences especially at stage 3, but there was also a lot of commonality and they would try to align approaches and liaise with SA3 LI.

The document was noted and work on conferencing proceeds, with the agreement the entire chapter will get a national option to prevent discussions which part / function might conflict with national regulations.
