3 Status of the Lawful Interception work in TC LI
TS 101 671:
A discussion took place on the inclusion of EPS into TS 101 671. A CR was proposed by Ericsson for alignment with 3GPP TS 33.108 and inclusion of EPS. In a new annex the EPS service is indicated. The approach is to avoid any duplication of ASN.1 codes as defined by the 3GPP modules into TS 101 671. The rapporteur of TS 101 671 is proposing to extend this version of the CR and extend the ASN.1 instead of just referring to ASN.1 in Annex I to 3GPP TS 33.108 modules. The CR is put on hold until the TC LI#24. Input for a complete ASN.1 definition will be provided for further discussion.
ETSI/TC TISPAN:
TC LI was informed that TISPAN is working on LI for NGN-R3. The draft specification was not shown to TC LI. The specification has also a relation with TS 33.108.
ETSI/TC ATTM:
TC LI was made aware of two ATTM specifications related to LI which were approved by ATTM without any involvement/consulting of TC LI. In the mean time a conversation has been taken place with ATTM and any LI work will be coordinated with TC LI.
4 Dynamic triggering CC interception (DTS 102 677)
Discussion on Dynamic Triggering continued in TC LI. More amendments were made to the draft TS.
For information the output of TC LI#23 is forwarded as SA3LI10_048 (with RevMarks) and SA3LI10_049 (clean version for further work).
As promised before, the work on the Dynamic Triggering DTS will be done in close cooperation with SA3-LI. SA3-LI members will also be invited for the TC LI Rapporteur’s meetings on “Dynamic Triggering”. Of course, SA3-LI members are very welcome to participate in the TC LI meetings to take part in the DT developments (and other issues). SA3-LI will be kept informed on the progress made on the WI.
Work will continue next week in the rapporteur’s meeting on Dynamic Triggering in Kista 11+12 May 2010.
5 Status of the Data Retention work in TC LI

TC LI#23 has agreed a few CRs to TS 102 657. The missing fourth service has been incorporated now: “multimedia services”.
6 New Work Item: DR System Architecture

TC LI#23 agreed to start working on a report on “Retained data handling; System Architecture and Internal Interfaces”. This proposal was already discussed in TC LI#22 in Trouville. The opinion was that TC LI would be the appropriate TC for this work, but first to have a discussion with TISPAN. The result was that directly after the Trouville meeting TISPAN7 opened a Work Items to start working on a TS on “CSP domain aspects of LI and DR for the NGN”.
The scope of the new TC LI report is to Elaborate on RD system architecture and assign and describe internal interfaces to specific services and functional entities on the CSP side. Provide guidance on implementation issues that CSPs have to deal with. The work is to be coordinated with TISPAN.
7 New Work Item: eWarrent Request Information

TC LI agreed to start working on a report on: eWarrant Implementation Interface (eII).
The scope is to provide a generic ETSI Report for requests for handover and delivery of real-time or stored information referred to as an eWarrant Implementation Interface. The eII is not intended to replace existing implementation-specific provisions such as for RDHI. This work will be carried out in liaison with the OASIS LegalXML TC
8 Other LI issues

Media security is still an open issue to start working on. Procedures are needed to solve the handling of encrypted intercepted data.
