LI Requirements for Messaging

The 3GPP network shall be able to support the delivery of messaging services (e.g., SMS, MMS), to the LEMF via one of the following two methods:

-
Intercepted messages (e.g., IRI or IRI/CC) are delivered separately from other services,

-
Intercepted messages are delivered with other services (e.g., CS Voice/VoIP, packet data).

It is a national option as to which of the two options is applicable.
Message service interception is independent from network access technology.
