Justification

It is agreed in the study item FS_5GMS_Multicast, a normative specification work on 5MBS user service architecture is recommended for immediate action. The user service architecture is used to enable the deployment of 5MBS-based applications. 
The normative work is also the basis to further extend the existing spec TS 26.501 to support 5GMS via 5MBS, 5GMS hybrid services, 5GMS via eMBMS, and Multicast ABR over 5MBS.

4
Objective

The objective of the proposed work item is the definition architecture to enable the deployment of 5MBS user services. So 5MBS User Services could be used to enable applications. The architecture should allow the user service layer to present a complete service offering to an end-user, via a set of APIs that allows the 5MBS Client to activate or deactivate reception of the service. It includes definitions of the northbound reference point, the reference point between the MBSF/MBSTF and the 5MBS Client and the 5MBS Client reference point.
