SA6 has discussed it and would like to indicate to SA2 and other working groups that Mission Critical (MC) services, e.g. MCPTT, MCData, and MCVideo, do not have any restriction about the maximum number of MC group communications a UE may be involved in parallel. Based on this, when MBS sessions are used for MC group communications, there are no limitations to the maximum number of MBS sessions that a UE may join in parallel.
Therefore, the maximum number of MBS sessions associated to a PDU session should be as many as possible in order to provide flexibility and resource efficiency. 
SA6 kindly asks SA2 to take this into consideration to decide the maximum number of MBS sessions that can be associated to a PDU session.
