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1. Overall Description:
3GPP SA5 thanks SA6 for collaborating on bundle EAS. SA5’s answer are as follows: 
Q1:	Can 2 or more EDNs provide similar KPIs to the UE in their common geographical service area? If yes, how?
A1： Geographical service area refers to the area which UEs reside to receive services. If the EASs in 2 different EDNs are totally separated, then the KPIs for 2 EDNs may not be similar. How to ensure similar KPIs is not covered by the current work in SA5. SA5 may look into it in future.
Q2:	Can it be ensured that 2 or more bundled EASs (possibly from different ASPs) are deployed in the same EDN and registered on same or different EES. If yes, how?
A2：The concept of bundled EASs is not discussed in SA5 yet. When deploy an EAS which has strong affinity with other EAS, then the affinityEAS in affinityAntiAffinity attribute can be provided to ESCP management system to indicate the requirements of deploying with other EASs on the same EDN. The registration of EAS to EES is controlled by EAS, as described in clause 8.4.3 EAS Registration in TS 23.558. OAM has no control over whether it is the same or different EES.
