[bookmark: _Hlk109550148]SA4 thanks RAN2 for its liaison on buffer level threshold-based RVQoE reporting. 
Regarding the buffer level threshold-based triggering of RAN Visible QoE reporting, SA4 agrees either APP layer-based handling or AS layer-based handling is feasible. However, if the AS layer handles the buffer level threshold-based triggering, it may be a bit late since the AS layer needs to firstly receive the RAN Visible QoE reports from the APP layer following the reporting periodicity when the buffer level exceeds or becomes lower than a specific threshold.
Hence, SA4 would like to confirm the APP layer triggering of buffer level threshold-based RAN Visible QoE reporting is preferable and will support this feature in Rel-18 in collaboration with RAN2.
