SA4 notes that the current API definition on TS 29.581 does not satisfy the requirement for the MBSF (acting on behalf of the MBS Application Provider) to be able to unambiguously indicate the two distinct subcases of pull-based object acquisition highlighted above to the MBSTF at reference point Nmb2.
A potential remedy to satisfy the stage‑2 requirement in TS 26.502 would be to redefine the ObjAcquisitionMethod enumeration along the following lines:
