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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG-SA thanks 3GPP2 TSG-C for the opportunity to provide further clarifications on how codecs are handled under common IMS.  Responses to the questions asked by TSG-C are provided below:

1.1
3GPP2 TSG-C writes: It is our understanding that the statement, “Codecs are NOT part of Common IMS,” and the subsequent text, as you explained, indicates that no default codecs will be considered for existing applications. Furthermore, 3GPP will not take responsibility for selecting or listing codecs for any of these existing applications. This responsibility will be left to the appropriate SDO. 

The TSG-C understanding is correct.  3GPP is however still responsible for selection of default codecs associated with 3GPP defined accesses.

1.2
3GPP2 TSG-C writes: Will SA1 request input from the responsible parties in each market segment, including 3GPP2 TSG-S, when determining if a default codec should be specified. 

Yes.

1.3
3GPP2 TSG-C writes: If it is determined that a default codec is appropriate for a new Common IMS application, will 3GPP SA request input from entities such as 3GPP2 TSG-S to determine the requirements for the default codec? 


Yes. This request will likely come from 3GPP SA1.

1.4
3GPP2 TSG-C writes: How will 3GPP SA ensure that all of the stakeholders provide input for this process as stated in the liaison? 


The precise process is not yet clear as 3GPP has not yet identified any new common IMS applications.  A likely starting point will be a LS with wide distribution announcing that an industry wide default codec is being considered for a particular application and soliciting input.

1.5 
3GPP2 TSG-C writes: In those cases where, “SA1 shall ensure that service requirements are in place such that IMS applications can inter-work even when no common end to end codec can be negotiated,” TSG-C welcomes the opportunity to provide feedback and support to achieve this goal. 


SA1 will keep TSG-C informed of ongoing discussions on transcoding requirements for common IMS.

1.6 3GPP2 TSG-C writes: The liaison states 3GPP SA4 will select codecs based upon the SA1 service requirements [based on input of all stakeholders] and more detailed requirements developed in SA4. TSG-C WG1 has the responsibility to select codecs within 3GPP2. How will 3GPP2 TSG-C WG1 participate in the activities of SA4? 

3GPP SA4 has never done selection for industry wide codecs so the exact process is not determined.  A likely starting point will be a LS with wide distribution announcing that a selection process for an industry wide default codec (for a particular application) is commencing and soliciting input.

Please ensure that 3GPP2 TSG-C, 3GPP2 TSG-S and other relevant organizations are informed and engaged in activities related to possible industry wide codec selection and progress on transcoding requirements related to common IMS.
To 3GPP SA4

Please ensure that 3GPP2 TSG-C WG1 and other relevant organizations are informed and engaged in activities related to codec selection for industry default codecs.

To 3GPP2 TSG-C, 3GPP2 TSG-S

Please consider the above responses.
