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1. Overall Description

SA4 would like to thank the IETF MMUSIC Working Group for their LS about on-going work on RTSP 2.0 and request for information on RTSP extensions. SA4 is still working with RTSP 1.0 and has done several extensions to RTSP 1.0. The transition to RTSP 2.0 will be discussed once RTSP 2.0 becomes an RFC. SA4 has defined the following extensions to RTSP 1.0:
· Support for Fast Content Switching (see TS 26.346 section 5.5): This extension allows switching to new content within a single round-trip. SA4 has defined a feature tag for each of the fast content switching extensions. A very brief overview of the features is given below. 
· Switching without SDP: The client initiates the switch to new content by sending an RTSP PLAY with the new content URI. The client gets the SDP for the new content with the RTSP PLAY response. 
· Switching with available SDP: The client has locally stored some SDPs for different content. The client initiates the switch to new content by sending an RTSP PLAY with the new content URI.
· Adding and removing of media components: The fast content switching extension allows adding and removing media components during an on-going session. The new content may require more (or less) media streams.
· Stream Switching: The client can switch media streams from a single SDP. 
· FLUTE session setup with RTSP: FLUTE (RFC 3926) requires a unidirectional UDP session from the server to the client. TS 26.346 (section 8.5) defines the RTSP behaviour to set-up FLUTE sessions with RTSP.
· Quality of Experience signalling: SA4 has defined a set of RTSP headers for QoE signalling. QoE is defined in TS 26.234 section 11.
Further, SA4 plans to extend RTSP 1.0 with “Timeshift support”. A prime use-case is to allow “Pausing” of Live Feeds such as Mobile TV feeds. SA4 will give an update on the approach.
