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1 Introduction

The document outline of the Technical Report on MI-MooD, TR 26.849, contains an clause "Introduction" which is currently blank.  It does contain text for the next clause "Scope" which seems appropriate to be used as the missing introductory text.  The "Scope" section could then be rewritten to more concisely convey the intended scope of the contents of this TR.
2 Text for "Introduction" and "Scope" clauses

Scope

The present document covers:

· Use cases on the dynamically establishment of MBMS User Services to offload unicast delivery of certain contents, either real-time or non-real-time based, which reach a certain traffic volume due to the popularity of those contents.

· Use cases for terminating a previously established MBMS User Service due to subsequentl decrease in its consumption.
· Functional requirements on the BM-SC and UE to support on-demand MBMS.
· Gap analyses in the existing TR 26.346 specification for supporting the requirements for MooD operation.

· Network architecture model of the functional entities and their interactions in the delivery of content over unicast and MBMS bearers in the context of MooD.

· Message sequence diagrams illustrating examples of MooD operation.
· Description of solution frameworks that enable MooD operation, including configuration data, necessary interaction between BM-SC and UE to activate or trigger the MBMS client for reception of anewly-established MBMS User Service, and the reporting of ongoing consumption of the MBMS service to enable measurement of ongoing demand for that service.    
3 Proposal
