“[SA5_FM_IS] uses notification, an emission from Agent to Manager to report alarm information such as alarm raised, alarm cleared.  The event time attribute of the notifyNewAlarm notification carries the alarm raised time.  SA5 considers the EMS for alarm management be composed of two entities, e.g. the alarm detector/reporter and a notification agent (NA) (e.g. a notification stored and forward system). SA5 does not externalize (standardize) the interface between the former and the latter entity. The SA5 defined notification is observable via the interface between the notification agent and OSS. This interface is part of the Itf-N for alarm management. Using current SA5 specification, the time when alarm detector/reporter submits alarm notification to NA is not observable.”
