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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks GSMA RAG for their LS on VoLTE Roaming Charging.

SA5 has analysed the following points, in case S8HR (Home Routing) architecture is used
[Point 1] Voice call continuity.
[SA5 answer]: SA5 would like to inform GSMA RAG that there is no charging data common to both S-GW CDR and V-MSC CDR generated during the same call. Therefore the VPLMN has no way to correlate the S-GW CDR and V-MSC CDR associated with a call where voice call continuity occurred.
[Point 2] Provisioning of information about the VPLMN identity during SIP registration
[SA5 answer] SA5 would like to confirm GSMA RAG that using the P-Visited-Network-ID is not relevant in case S8HR architecture is used. The Network Provided Location Information (NPLI) which is provided in the charging data for IMS offline and online charging could be considered as an alternative, assuming the NPLI is provided in the SIP signalling. The NPLI can be used to identify the VPLMN for both S8HR and LBO architectures. However NPLI needs to be available in the SIP invite for the online charging of an IMS session, assuming the charging session starts when the AS received the initial SIP invite.
