	This Liaison Statement provides the reply to the 3GPP incoming liaison on methodology harmonization and REST interface, which was received on 2 June 2021, and it also informs 3GPP about the consent of draft new Recommenation ITU-T X.785 (ex X.rest).



ITU-T Study Group 2 would like to thank 3GPP SA5 for sending us the liaison 3GPP TSG SA5-S5-213454, which replies to our questions in the previous liaison. During the ITU‑T SG2 plenary meeting held 31 May - 11 June 2021, we reviewed your liaison, and we are glad to hear your responses to our questions on “Why group attributes into an attributes object”, and “Why not a single approach to use of lowercase / uppercase in naming of attributes”, from your explanations. We appreciate your feedback, and we understand the reason from your explanation. SG2 uses a slightly different way, and we think both ways work.
Regarding the usage of ContainmentRelationshipType and AssociationRelationshipType in our X.rest work item, we would like to emphasize that this is equivalent to UML E-R diagrams from the information model perspective, just in the JSON/YAML schema way, which may help some implementors. The explanation is also included in Appendix II of X.rest.
SG2 would also like to inform you that after several meetings of work, we consider the text for ITU-T X.785 (ex. X.rest) “Guidelines for defining REST-based managed objects and management interfaces” is stable, and it was consented at the SG2 plenary meeting (11 June 2021). Any comments or suggestions are welcome.
Another related work, Q.rest (REST-based management services) is likely to be stable at the end of 2021. When it is ready for Consent, we will also inform you for your feedback.
