4.4.4	Resource "../{MnSName}/{MnSVersion}"
This resource represents a MnS Producer and the object instances managed by the MnS Producer. It is instantiated by the MnS Producer itself. For a MnS Consumer the resource is read only.
This resource is the parent resource of the top-level managed object instances. It is the target resource for HTTP requests targeting the complete containment tree including the top-level resources, and for requests when no top-level resources exist.
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
