TS 32.300 [2] is written for IRP based architecture, the same level information is also needed for 5G/SBMA. To extend the support to SBMA, there are issues need to be resolved :
1. The scope of this specication is set to IRP, e.g., in section 1 scope.
2. There are specific refernces to IRP specifications, e.g. in the defintions, abbreations, and section 7.4 refers to TS 32.103 [2] for IRP, etc.
3. Some contents are limited to IRP scope, e.g. some statements are prefixed with IRP.
4. There are references to IRP SS, XML.

The following changes are needed to support SBMA:
· Update the scope to be generic applicable to both IRP and SBMA.
· Remove the existing reference to IRP specifications, the same level information shall be extended for SBMA, e.g., section 7.4 of TS 32.103 [3].
· For the content and statement that are limited to IRP scope, they shall be lifted to support SBMA. e.g., section 4, 5 and 6 of TS 32.300 [2].
· For those specific references to IRP SS, make them to be generic applicable to both IRP and SBMA. e.g., section 6 and 7 of TS 32.300 [2].
· Add SBMA specific content where applicable. e.g., add to Annex E, SBMA IOC are also mapped toYANG identifiers, IOC names should follow the naming conventions for YANG identifietrs as documented in RFC 7950 section 6.2
