Key issue #x: Discovery of stored management data
4.x.1
Description

Clause 6.3 of [2] contains description and the requirements for management data storage to enable reuse of management data for multiple management purposes by various MnS consumers. For this purpose, the management data produced by a MnS producer may be stored in a storage server to be retrieved by a MnS consumer at a later time.

For the management data consumer to be able to access the stored management data, it needs to be able to discover which data has been produced and stored; this requirement is captured in Clause 6.3.3 [2]:

REQ-MDMS-CON-2: The 3GPP management system shall enable an authorized data consumer to discover stored management data.
The solution for this requirement is not specified. Some aspects that may need to be considered in developing the solution are:

There may be multiple storage servers in a management system, and they may support different management data types. For example, there may be a storage server allocated to a particular region in the network, or one that is allocated to storing the PM data only.

Enabling discovery of management data based on specific management data types, parameters, and context data, e.g., performance measurement type, time window, producer type, etc., would be beneficial for a wide set of use cases including training of various AI/ML models.

Problem Statement

The solution for discovery of stored (historical) management data is not specified.  The study should include the solutions that provide mechanisms for an authorized management data consumer to discover stored management data.
Whether and how to enable discovery of stored management data based on context data should also be studied; furthermore, the study should include what granularities of the management data type can be discovered. The study may include

· Mechanisms for a storage server to register, update, and delete the types of data it can store,
· Mechanisms for a storage server to register, update and delete the instances of stored data.
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
