Both Solutions #3.1, #3.2, #3.3,  and #3.4, and #3.5 all solve key issues 3a, 3b, and 3c.
Solution #3.1: the new service id list holds the used service ids which will make it easier for the CHF to allocate quota for the rating group. It may cause confusion as to if this is the service id for the requested units or the reported used units.
- The new information service id can be used for CHF to allocate the right amount of quota needed at that moment for that rating group.
-Two service id(s) may be emerged at the same time (MultipleUnitUsage level and usedUnitContainer level), which may make the confusion. 
Solution #3.2: the new service id list holds the used service ids and is part of the requested units which will make it easier for the CHF to allocate quota for the rating group.
- The new information service id can be used for CHF to allocate the right amount of quota needed at that moment for that rating group. 
Solution #3.3: the new QoS information holds the currently applied QoS for the rating group and is part of the requested units which will make it easier for the CHF to allocate quota for the rating group. 
- The new information QoS can be used for CHF to allocate the right amount of quota needed at that moment for that rating group.
Solution #3.4: the new additional information holds both the QoS information and service ids the currently applied for the rating group and is part of the requested units which will make it easier for the CHF to allocate quota for the rating group.
