3	Rationale
3.1	Separate attribute for detailed scoping
[bookmark: _Hlk141881665]In 28.622[1] clause 4.4.1 it is stated about notificationFilter “The filter can be applied to any field of a notification”.

In 28.831 [2] it is stated “To reduce the scoped set of object instances to those with a specific object class, the "notificationFilter" attribute can be used”. 
[1] indicates that notificationFilter is used for filtering against any field.

[2] indicates that notificationFilter is used ONLY for scoping: selecting MOIs that can be the source of the notification and contained in the parameter objectInstance.

[1] and [2] seems to contradict each other. To clarify the solution, we propose that:
· notificationFilter attribute should be applicable against any field of a notification – keeping the current definition.
· a new scopeFilter attribute is introduced “To reduce the scoped set of object instances” and thus fulfil the goals of 28.831[2].

There is a need to be able to filter on any field (parameter) in a notification (e.g., filter notifications with percievedSeverity=MINOR) so using notificationFilter for only scoping is not a good idea.
3.2 Information about node level notification suppression
Notification filtering is specified per subscription in 28.622[1] clause 4.3.22. Producers might also implement producer-level (system-level) notification filtering (notification suppression) as well. Producer level notification filtering might be implemented because it is simpler to use, easier to implement and may be more efficient in execution capacity than subscription level filtering.

4	Detailed proposal
Introduce a new attribute scopeFilter into the IOC NtfSubscriptionControl in 28.622/28.623 to fulfil needs defined in 28.831 clause “4.2.2.1	Scoping objects based on object classes”.
Clarify that the notificationFilter is applied against the content of the notification, while the scopeFilter is applied against the stored contents of the NRM.
Add a sentence to 28.622[1] clause 4.3.22 to indicate that MnS producers might also implement producer-level (system-level) notification filtering (notification suppression).
