Overall description
Intent driven management for mobile networks is an important topic introduced in 3GPP SA5 as friendly used API to allow a customer to provide intents as the desired state of the network or its services, without any detailed information of how to get to the desired state. 3GPP SA5 started the work item intent driven management for mobile networks since 2018, and completed its Release 17 work on the intent driven management services for mobile networks in June 2022, corresponding published specification is TS 28.312 (Management and orchestration; Intent driven management services for mobile networks).
3GPP SA5 would like to inform that it has completed its Release 18 work on the intent driven management services for mobile networks phase 2. Main outcomes include (non-exhaustive list):

1. New use cases and corresponding requirements for intent driven management, including 

- Intent containing an expectation for delivering a radio service; 

- Intent containing an expectation on radio capacity performance to be assured;

- Intent containing an expectation for RAN energy saving;

- Intent containing an expectation for 5GC network

- Intent containing an expectation for end-to-end network optimization
2. New generic capabilities for intent driven management, including 

- Intent handling capability obtaining, enabling an MnS consumer to obtain intent handling capabilities.

- Intent report, enabling an MnS consumer to obtain intent report information with intent fulfilment information (including fulfilment status and achieved values for targets), intent fulfilment feasibility check information and intent conflict information.

- Intent-related conflicts, including detecting and resolve intent-related conflicts. 
3. Enhance information model definition and OpenAPI solution set for Intent Driven Management Service to support above identified new use case and generic capabilities.
