5.2.1 Separation of PM specific and general parts of PM IRP requirements 

Separation of File Transfer IRP from the rest of the PM IRP. Nortel is preparing to suggest for Rel-6 a Work Item description for a general purpose File Transfer IRP. Postponed.

5.2.2 Separate requirements contribution on a File transfer IRP to SWG-C and to SWG-B for information

Not available due to lack of time. Postponed.

5.2.3 Clarify the plans for the deliveries according to the WT descriptions 

Clarification was needed on whether we are allowed to deliver only RS doc TS 32.411 for rel-5 (without the related IS and SS). Christian Toche (SWG-D convenor) checked with SA5 chairman/secretary during the leader’s meeting. Result: TS 32.411 should be presented for information to TSG-SA#16.

5.2.4 XML schema contribution 

A contribution has been provided by Nortel Networks (S5-028019). It was presented later during the PM CR RG session, but as this was a late contribution, the detailed review is postponed to next meeting. See also 7.4.

5.2.5 Contribution describing Alarm IRP usage for PM alarm notifications

A contribution was provided by Nortel Networks (S5-028018). It was presented later during the PM CR RG session, but as this was a late contribution, the further handling is postponed to next meeting. See also 7.3.

5.2.6 Provide a contribution on updated PM IRP requirements

A contribution was provided by Ericsson in T-doc S5-028013. See further 7.1

5.3 Requests for SA5 action at SA5#27

Requests forwarded to SA5 via the SWG-D chairman. There is a need to arrange a joint meeting SWG-D/SWG-C during SA5#28.

6 Liaisons with other groups

No LSs targeted at this RG were received for this meeting.  There are also no outgoing LSs proposed by the PM CR RG.

7 Discussion of agenda items

This section of the report presents the RG’s discussions and agreements on contributions pertaining to the agenda items listed in section 3 above.

7.1 Draft requirements for PM IRP S5-028013

In section 3.1 it was discussed if the bullet 5 regarding notification of available files should be specified in more detail, e.g. concerning the usage of the Notification IRP. It was concluded that at this stage, the requirements should be kept on a high level. 

The need for having the “Notification of available files” was discussed.  

In section 3.3 the added “Different alarm types are sent” was discussed. This text may need to be updated after the presentation according to Nortel’s contribution on “Description of PM alarms”.

For section 3.4 it was discussed if “Request a list of available files” should also include filtering possibilities. It was agreed that filtering possibilities should be added. It was also discussed if this should be an optional requirement. It was concluded that generally, optionality statements are specified in the IS specification for specific operations.

An updated requirements list contribution is planned for SA5#28 (Ericsson).

7.2 TS 32.411 Template S5-028014

It was agreed to split section 5.4 into two (Management of measurement event/ Management of measurement files).

Section 2 (References). Ref. no. 16 “ISO 8571”. This ref. can be removed. Also ref. 14 and 15 (Alarm IRP SSs) can be removed. 

The updated contribution for PM IRP requirements should use the TS 32.411 template.

7.3 Description of PM alarms S5-028018

Nortel made a presentation of this contribution. It was discussed if the described three levels are appropriate. It should be clarified that it is “up to three levels” (including no level at all).

It was also commented that some text on mapping of standard measurement objects needs to be added. In part 4 under fig. 1: It should be clarified that the alarm attribute thresholdinfo is not optional for PM alarms. In part 5 under fig. 1: It should be added: “……severity of the performance alarm has increased/decreased”.
Some clarification should also be made about “clear alarms”. 

A separate CR for TS 32.401 (rel-5) should be provided for next meeting to add some text to section 4.4 (based on parts of S5-028018). 

The last part of the contribution is about Gauge measurements (text taken mainly from TS 12.11). Some example is planned to be added in an updated contribution. 

Two contributions are planned for the next meeting; one CR and one updated general contribution. (Nortel). 

7.4 XML Schema PM file format contribution

This was just presented very briefly by Nortel, who plans to present a draft CR for next meeting based on the contribution. The general XML format alignment within SA5 should also be discussed in the next meeting’s joint session with SWG-C.
  

8 Any other business

There were two presentations (CMCC presentation/ ASN.1) planned for Tuesday evening, which were of interest for the PM CR RG. 

The need to have a separate session together with the CMCC people was discussed. It was suggested that this should be scheduled to after the general presentation by CMCC. Thursday Q3 was agreed for this SWG-D(PM)/CMCC joint session. (see also section 9)

9 Discussion on CMCC contribution S5-020341

On Thursday, there was during the PM MD RG meeting a session for general discussion of PM aspects on the CMCC contribution. Christian Toche gave a short background to the current PM specifications in SA5.  The CMCC management framework specifications include PM parts (e.g. threshold management), which should be possible to use as input for PM specifications in Rel-6 perspective. It was commented that in the current description provided by CMCC, there are operations aimed at measurement administration, which are outside the current scope defined by the Work Task descriptions “Performance Monitoring” and “Result File Transfer”. 

It was discussed what are the most important parts for CMCC, e.g. File Format (ASN.1) definitions, Measurement Administration Operations. For the next meetings, it would be necessary to provide more detailed contributions on proposed changes in PM specifications for Rel-6, and also suggestions for new Work Task definitions for rel-6. New work task definitions for rel-6 should be prepared during the Sophia-Antipolis meeting for presentation to the TSG-SA meeting in June.

10 Scheduling of future meetings

The next SA5 meeting (SA5 #28) will take place from May 20-24 2002 in Sophia-Antipolis.  The “PM Concept and Requirements” RG plans to meet for 4 quarters (of which one quarter is a joint meeting with SWG-C). The time schedule will be further discussed at the SWG-D plenary. The SWG-C/PM joint meeting should include PM IRP Rel-6 discussions. 

The SA5 #29 Beijing meeting is planned for 24-28 June. 20-21 June are possible dates for an SWG-D PM ad-hoc meeting. The need and possibilities for this has to be further investigated during SA5#28.

The group adjourned on Tuesday April 2, at 12.45.
