The only technical constraint which we can see is that in case of an inter PLMN handover, the proposed solution does not allow to trace the data volumes and duration (segment)  per serving network. 

We kindly ask to pursue the idea of roaming awareness also for other type of call records (e.g. the MMS call records) created at service platforms in the home network.
