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1 Purpose of the document

The document describes a global high level GUP Actor – Domain – Entity model as a 3GPP GUP contribution.

Further on, it describes the GUP management model with its actors and the corresponding domains. 

The part describing who is allowed to do the GUP management (actors and domains) should be defined at Stage 1 level.

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3 GUP Management 
The GUP Management concerns the following domains :

· Application Management

· Subscription Management

· Application Subscription Management

· Subscriber Self-management

· User self-management

· End-user self-management

List of Actors
· Retailer Admin

The retailer :

· defines the native applications, 

· manages the subscriptions at retailer level and at application level 

· Third Party Admin

The third party application provider defines the third party

applications. These applications are offered to the subscriber via the retailer subscription.

· Subscriber Self Admin

The subscriber defines the users allowed to use the subscribed services.

Each user is identified by a private identification (NAI), a public identification (SIP-URL), and possibly an E.164 Number.

Each User Service Profile is defined as a subset of the subscribed services profile.

· User Self Admin

The user defines the end-users allowed to use the subscribed services.

Each end-user is identified by a public identification (SIP-URL), and possibly an E.164 Number.

Each End-User Service Profile is customized by the User as a subset of the User services profile.

· End-User Self Admin

The end-user personnalizes its end-user services profile by setting global preferences and defining personnalized application parameters.

GUP Management model
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3.1 Breakdown of GUP Management

3.1.1 Application Management

The application management allows :

· the retailer administrator to define native applications and associated characteristics

· the third party administrator to define (via a secured OSA interface) the third party applications and associated characteristics that may be subscribed at the retailer level.

3.1.2 Subscription Management

The subscrittion management allows the subscriber to ask the retailer administrator to define :

· the subscribers and associated identities

· the subscriptions global characteristics

· the first package of subscribed services and associated characteristics.

The subscriber request may be handled by the retailer admin either via administrative means or via self-subscription means.

3.1.3 Application Subscription

The application subscription management allows the retailer administrator to define the subsequent subscribed applications and associated characteristics.

3.1.4 Subscriber Self Management

The subscriber self-management allows the subscribers to define :

· the users allowed to use the subscribed services. 

· the User Services Profile defined as a subset of the subscribed services profile.

3.1.5 User Self Management

The user self-management allows the user to define :

· the end-users allowed to use the subscribed services. 

· the End-User Services Profile defined as a subset of the User services profile.

3.1.6 End-User Self Management

The end-user self-management allows the end-user to personnalize its end-user services profile by : 

· setting global preferences

· defining personnalized application parameters.
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
