5 Review of the last meeting report

The contribution was received in Tdoc S5-034518.  See further discussion of this contribution in section 7.3 of this report.  The action item is closed.

6 Liaisons with other groups

6.1 Incoming Liaisons

S5-034535. “Reply LS on possible re-organisation of 3GPP charging specification work” from SA2 to SA5, cc TSG-SA, CN1, CN2, CN3, CN4, CN5, SA1.  This is SA2’s response to the LS that SA5 had sent in S5-034444.  Basically, SA2 are saying that they don’t want option (A) described in S5-034444 to happen in Rel-6 and can’t assess yet if it will be possible in Rel-7, work load wise.  On option (B), SA2 only state their interpretations of what it would mean for them.  SWG-B concluded that this implies that SA2 does not recommend any change here either.

The information from this LS will be taken into account in the discussion on “possible re-organisation of charging work” in section 8.1 of this report.  The LS is noted, no reply necessary.

S5-034536.  “LS Response on new interface names” from SA2 to SA3, cc CN1, CN4, SA5.  In this LS, SA2 proposes that SA3 should not use the labels “Ba” and “Bb” for their interfaces because these contradict with the “B” series of reference points used by SA5.  Instead, SA2 proposes to SA3 to use “Z” series designators.  Noted, no reply necessary.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B plenary discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 Feature “Charging Management”
7.1.1 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.240

S5-034522 “Draft TS 32.240 on charging architecture and principles”, version 0.3.0.
This is the new version of TS 32.240, based on the agreements of the last meeting as documented in S5-034439.  The following achievement were made:

· the document scope is now final and aligned with the other TSs;

· a common structure for references is agreed between all TSs was implemented;

· it was agreed to introduce a new section (4.3) for charging principles;

· the common charging architecture for offline charging was agreed.
The following open items prevent the group from sending this TS for information:

· the diagrams in clause 5 need to be updated (highlight the charging relevant nodes);
· the part of offline charging following clause 6.1.1.1 was not discussed due to lack of time;

· online charging clauses have new text but were not discussed due to lack of time.

Closed.  The output of the discussion is v0.4.0 of the TS in S5-034540.
S5-034540 “Draft TS 32.240v0.4.0 on charging architecture and principles”.

This is the next version (0.4.0) of TS 32.240 that was generated at the end of the discussion.  It will be superseded by v0.5.0 at the next meeting

7.1.2 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.298

S5-034520. Draft Rel-6 TS 32.298 v0.2.0.

This is the second draft of TS 32.298, based on the agreements of the last meeting as documented in S5-034420. The following agreements were reached during the discussion of this TS:

· agreed the final scope which is aligned with all the other TSs;

· the common structure for references, agreed between all TSs, was implemented;

· agreed the text in section 4.
It was further agreed to:
· put a note on the definition of middle tier TSs into 32.240, possibly remove it and reference TS 32.240;

· introduce the description for the “Bx” symbol from TS 32.297;

· replace figure 4.1 with figure 6.1 from TS 32.240;

· align acronyms in section 4 with the new figure;

· fill the empty parameter clauses in section 5 by copying from the Rel-5 TSs (alignment with the ASN.1 might not be achieved and will then be done in the next version).

These steps are performed in the output document S5-034539.  It was agreed to send this TS to the plenary for information.  Since S5-034539 preserves all revmarks against its predecessor, a clean version for forwarding to the plenary was generated in S5-034561.
Closed and superseded by S5-034539 (revmarked) and S5-034561 (clean version plus presentation cover sheet).

· added triggers for file opening and closure;

· specify the deletion of CDR files from the CGF by the file transfer protocol;

· updated the file format conventions (partially) in line with S5-034307;

· removed the existing “file naming conventions” text from the file format convention clause and created new clause for file naming conventions;

· added new clause for the fileheader format (partially in line with S5-034307);

· specified cause codes for file closure reason.

The following agreements were reached concerning this document:

· agreed the final scope which is aligned with all the other TSs;

· added the figure 6.1 from TS 32.240 to clause 4 and tidied up the text accordingly;

· added text to the local file handling to describe the procedure of CDR file creation;

The discussion of the document was stopped at the end of clause 5.1. due to lack of time.  A new version with the agreed results is published in Tdoc S5-034544.

7.3 Rel-6 WT: OCS Interfaces Definition

S5-034518 “Work Item Description: Online Charging System - Rating Application”.

This document proposes a new Rel-6 work item for SWG-B, namely to generate a TS (proposed number: 32.296) that specifies the Rating Application and Interface on the OCS.  The editor/rapporteur for this TS will be Amdocs (Yishai Brown).
The last paragraph in the “justification” section (3) was rephrased, also clause 7 was aligned.  The title of the proposed TS 32.296 was changed to “OCS applications and interfaces”, with a remark that the scope of the WI within Rel-6 is limited to the Re interface (rating).  The list of supporting companies was extended by Nortel and Orange (those companies who had been included in the draft WI had agreed to being listed).  The agreed WIDS is in Tdoc S5-034547.

Closed.  Superseded by S5-034547.

S5-034519 “TR 32.815 ‘OCS architecture study’ – v1.3.0”
This is a new version based on the output of the last meeting.  It contains all the revision marks from the last meeting plus all the new changes marked as well.
Based on the agreements at the last meeting and the proposal on the new WI above, all items that are not related to Re were marked as “FFS for future releases”.  The comparison table between the options 2 and 3 was completed and agreed.  Several minor changes and other editorial enhancements also were agreed.  Finally, the recommendation to start work on the new TS, as documented in the above WI, was agreed.
The question of how to deal with the two options (2 and 3), i.e. which one to choose (possibly allow both), will be finally resolved in the detailed work on TS 32.296.  With this status, a new version of the TS was produced in S5-034548, and the group agreed to send this version to the plenary for SA5 and SA approval.  As it was agreed to maintain one version of the TR which would preserve all the revmarks against its predecessor, a clean version for forwarding to the plenary was generated in S5-034553.
Closed.  Superseded by S5-034548 (revmarked) and S5-034553 (clean version plus presentation cover sheet).
S5-034547.  Work Item Description: Online Charging System - Rating Application.

8 Any other business

8.1 Discussion on potential charging reorganisation
A few SA5 delegates who otherwise do not participate in SWG-B attended the meeting for this topic.

No new proposals, compared to those described in the LS S5-034444 sent from the last meeting, were made with respect to potential charging reorganisation.  A reply to S5-034444, that had been sent from the last SA5 meeting to SA1, SA2 and all CN WGs, was only received from SA2.  Basically, this reply states that SA2 is not in favour of any charging reorgansiation that would affect SA2 work load.  See section 6.1 of this report for further details.
The resource situation in SWG-B has been amended to a level that is even better than before the initial resource problem, reported at SA#20, arose:
· The original resource problems arose from lack of continuity of representation and the withdrawal of key delegates by some companies. All of these problems have now been solved by renewed commitment and/or new delegates from those companies.
· The request for additional resources made by the SA5 chair at SA#20 has led to one company (Motorola) adding a delegate to SA5 charging work on permanent basis.

SWG-B therefore agrees that no charging reorganisation should take place within Rel-6.  For post-Rel-6, no consensus could be reached regarding any proposed move of SWGB to any other group.  However, those delegates who actively contribute to the work in SWG-B do not support any split of charging work.
Editor’s note:  during the SWG-B presentation to SA5, it was proposed to add the last statement above to the SWG-B report to SA5 (S5-034502).  However, this was not accepted due to objections by the delegates who had attended SWG-B only for the ”reorganisation” discussion.
S5-034432.  A proposal for the distribution of charging work in 3GPP.
As discussed in the last meeting.

Closed, noted.
S5-034521.  SA5 SWGB -> CN?

This is a message from the CN chair to the CN WG chairs, proposing a position of the CN and CN WG chairs on the subject matter, and requesting that each CN WG discuss this proposal.  Note that SA5/SWG-B did not receive any feedback at all from any CN WG, neither on the LS in S5-034444 nor on this CN internal document.

Closed, noted.
Conclusion:  SWG-B agrees that the best way to avoid delaying the completion of the Rel-6 charging specifications is to maintain the current structure until the Rel-6 charging specifications are complete.  SWG-B did not reach consensus on further action for post-Rel-6.  However, the SWG-B delegates that actively contribute to the work do not support a split or move of the charging work as proposed in S5-034432 or S5-034521.  The SWG-B chair will report to the SA5 plenary accordingly.
9 Scheduling of future meetings

The next SWG-B meeting is scheduled from the 7th – 11th October, 2003, in New Orleans, USA, hosted by North American Friends of 3GPP.  Note that this meeting takes place from Tuesday through Saturday in order to avoid the Yom Kippur holiday on the Monday.

This is a full SA5 meeting with only a short plenary.  Thus, there are about 18 quarters available for SWG-B work at this meeting.  Details on allocation of meeting quarters to rapporteur sessions will be proposed by the SWG-B chair in S5-034600 (agenda/timeline) in due time, based on the agenda items and available contributions.
