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Action/Decision Requested:

ETSI TISPAN WG8 thanks 3GPP SA5 for Liaison Statement S5-060875.

We fully support your steps to create a separate IMS Network Resource Model (NRM) series of documents. The separation of  the IMS part from the Core Network NRM IRP makes it easier to re-use this IMS NRM in TISPAN WG8 for same or similar functions in the TISPAN NGN and we believe that this approach will assist IMS Management Harmonization.

Unfortunately TISPAN WG8 has not yet completed its Requirements analysis for the TISPAN NGN NRM and therefore is not in a position to provide detailed comments. 

We expect to be able to provide detailed requirements/proposals by early 2007 and we propose that a joint meeting be held in that timeframe to progress this topic. A copy of the TISPAN meeting schedule is attached for your information.

At this point we do have the following initial comments and questions:

3GPP TS 32.731 –The TISPAN WG8 methodology requires the availablility of Use Cases or alternative means of justification for all entities, attributes, etc., of the Information Model. We would appreciate to understand whether SA5 is also planning to develop Use Cases or alternative means of justification as part of their IMS NRM, since we are aware that Use Cases have been applied, for example, in the development of the SuM NRM. 

3GPP TS 32.732 – We would like to share the following with you regarding the usage of IMS in the TISPAN NGN. 

The TISPAN NGN Release 1 defines an NGN IMS, also called “Core IMS”, consisting of the 3GPP IMS entities CSCF (I-, P-, C-), MGCF, MRFC, and BGCF, which provide the session control functionalities. The other 3GPP IMS entities AS, SLF, and the transport/media related functions MRFP and IMS-MGW are not defined as part of the NGN IMS Release 1. These latter “non-core IMS” entities are included in the TISPAN NGN Release 1 functional architecture, but outside of NGN IMS. All 3GPP IMS entities (both "Core IMS" and "non-core IMS") are used as identical or similar functions in the TISPAN NGN, but there are some differences in supported services, resources and configuration. An example is that the T-MGF in TISPAN is identical with the IMS-MGW of 3GPP, except that they may differ in terms of supported resources (e.g. codecs) and configuration. Another example is P-CSCF which in TISPAN connects to CLF.

For more information on how the 3GPP IMS entities are used in TISPAN please refer to ES 282 007, TISPAN IMS, sections 4 and 5 and Annex A, and ES 282 001, TISPAN NGN Functional Architecture.

When it comes to modeling of the 3GPP IMS entities as they are used in the TISPAN NGN, we would like to discuss this topic with you as indicated in the third paragraph above.

3GPP TS 32.733 – TISPAN WG8 have not yet agreed Solution Set technologies so we cannot comment on this document. However we would be interested to know for which technologies SA5 has plans to produce Solution Sets.
