1. Review of report of last meeting

The report of the last meeting 2009-04-21 was agreed a minor editorial comment from Dave on the participants list.

3. Status of methodology work in the various organisations
3.1 SG2
Still in the last call phase for M.3020. One comment has been submitting – to update it to reflect the latest version of 32.151 in SA5 (due to the CR on Information Type). No comments from Q9 experts received so far (deadline today). So M.3020 will be updated and sent out within a week for a so-called “additional review” period of 3 weeks before final approval. 
3.2 SA5

From the last meeting #65 in Tallinn, 5-15 May:

· The CR on Information Type in 32.151 was approved by SA5 and is sent for SA approval next week.

· Linda Garbanati presented the UML 2.x presentation.

· Linda: The MyEclipse 7.1 tool is still under evaluation; nothing ready to report yet.

TMF

- The Interface program and the overall Technical program have worked on some methodology improvements, to improve efficiency and coherence. When it is more mature it could be presented to this methodology group. An LS on Open source development has been discussed and is expected to be sent out to 3GPP and ITU-T soon.
5. Presentation/Review of the OMG “CORBA to WSDL/SOAP Interworking Specification V 1.2.1”
Some highlights were presented by Zhili and Knut.
Zhili: My lab is currently developing some tools based on this specification. There is also the GDMO/ASN.1 to IDL mapping as defined in the ITU-T CORBA framework rec. X.780. So this could be interesting to consider as input for everybody.
Knut: As said at the last meeting, in the first place the mapping should be made from IS to SS. Still, this kind of SS level mapping could be interesting to consider. And the various SS-level types should not be too different between the two technologies, and similar as the Information Type repertoire that we have agreed, so the mapping should be fairly straightforward in most cases.
6. Design phase – continued review of 3GPP TS 32.153
Knut noted that there are some missing parts in 32.153.
Thomas: Yes, but in Rel9 we might see some proposals in SA5 to fill those gaps within the SOAP SS work item or the general Maintenance and minor enhancements work item.
Knut: It would be interesting to consider how much we would gain if we could more or less auto-generate the Solution Sets, compared to the manual generation that is done today. I believe TMF is working on this.

Nigel: Right, and the work related to use of Open Source is related to that.
