Problem to solve


The effects of a cell outage are tried to be mitigated by a re-configuration of other cells.

4.3.1.2
Method

When the COC function is enabled and it is defined which cells are prohibited to be re-configured for cell outage compensation (if needed), the COC procedure is as follows:

1. When a CO is detected, then COC is carried out by adjusting the network parameters until one of the conditions is met:

a. The outage coverage is compensated.

b. The COC function reaches its maximum extent to compensate the outage.

c. Cell outage ends.

2. COC reports the compensation results.
