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Key issue 5 description doesn't describe an MBMS case.

The first two paragraphs of key issue 5 in TR 23.780 describe the unicast case in which UEs are in idle mode and need to be paged before communication can start in connected mode. The paging takes time and will lead to an underperforming mouth-to-ear latency.
While the first two paragraphs refer to unicast, the third and last paragraph refers to the MBMS issue: "This issue increases specifically for MCPTT broadcast group calls, which only consist of one talk burst."
The first two paragraphs explain the latency in the unicast case, but do not explain where the latency in broadcast group calls comes from and it is hence unclear if latency in broadcast group calls is indeed an issue.
