Introduction

When an MC user has migrated, in order to make calls to users or join groups that are served by other MC systems, the MC system within which the called user or group is defined will need to be identified in order that the partner MC system in which the migrated MC user is receiving MC service can route the call to the correct system.

This key issue is included in the key issues for migration for completeness; this pCR asserts that this requirement is already covered by a key issue for interconnect and so will cross reference that key issue.

Description

In order to place individually addressed calls (e.g. Private Call, MCData SDS message) or to affiliate to groups and take part in group calls where the targets of those individual calls or those groups are home in a different MC system, the calling MC user must be able to present the partner system to which that MC user has migrated with an identity of the called MC user or requested MC group where that identity also identifies the home system of that MC user or MC group. 
The architectural requirements are the same as those in the interconnect scenario, described in sub-clause 5.x.x.
