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1. Overall Description:

SA WG6 thanks SA WG2 for its LS (S2-163213/S6-160614) and the opportunity to review the solution for PCC enhancement for priority sharing.

SA WG6 view is that the behaviour described in the CR should only be applicable when the priority sharing indicator is set to yes. The MCPTT requirements do not require PCRF to retry to release a bearer and request the new or modified resources when the priority sharing is not used.
Regarding the four different options on the PCRF behaviour described in the LS, SA WG6 view is that in most cases the RAN pre-emption capabilities will be sufficient. SA WG6 notes that the different options are all possible behaviours. SA WG6 also notes that this requires that RAN will use different cause codes for different reject reasons.

In Release 13 it is SA WG6 view that a simple solution regarding priority sharing is desirable. The first option, in which any ongoing services session within the UE PDN connection may be pre-empted, will be sufficient.
On the other question related to calculation of ARP, it is SA WG6 view that services priority together with application identifier as well as the operator policy will be sufficient in release 13 to calculate the ARP priority.
