This clause describes examples of deployment models with respect to different Network Slice implementations as follows: option 1. use of non-dedicated Network Slice, and option 2. use of Edge-dedicated Network Slice.
A.X.1
Option 1. Use of non-dedicated Network Slice

There is no Edge-dedicated Network Slice for support of edge computing service. A Network Slice common to other services is used to connect to the Edge Application Servers and Edge Configuration Server as shown in the following figure. 
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Figure A.X.1-1: Option 1. Use of non-dedicated Network Slice
UEs establishing PDU sessions for the Edge Application Servers identify the Network Slice using the same slice information (i.e., S-NSSAI) as for PDU sessions for non-Edge services.

Option 2. Use of dedicated Network Slice

There is Edge-dedicated Network Slice for support of edge computing service. The Edge-dedicated Network Slice may be associated with one or more S-NSSAIs as described in clause 5.15.2 of TS 23.501 [x]. The Edge-dedicated Network Slice may be configured with Non-dedicated DN or Edge-dedicated DN as shown in the following figures.

The PLMN area supporting Edge Computing services may be composed of several edge computing service areas, which is configured by the Edge-dedicated slice available area and may corresponds to EES or EAS service areas. The Edge-dedicated Network Slice may be available in one or more Tracking Areas of the PLMN according to the configuration of Network Slice availability as in clause 5.15.8 of TS 23.501. This Edge-dedicated Slice available area may be configured based on operator policy or agreement between operator and edge computing service provider. 
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
