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1. Overall Description:

During the study for application architecture for enabling Edge Applications, SA6 discussed a key issue on capability exposure to Edge Application Servers (EAS) – Key issue #5, 3GPP TR 23.758.
One of the open issue studied was about, how the Edge Enabler Server (EES) re-exposes service API(s) to the EAS, where the service API(s) rely on the 3GPP network exposed northbound API(s). To enable the re-exposure specific to a UE, the EES needs to uniquely identify the UE based on the UE identification information that the EAS supplies.

SA6 agreed on a solution wherein, based on the UE identification information supplied by the EAS, the EES provides an EES understandable ID to the EAS, called Edge UE ID. This Edge UE ID can be uniquely mapped by the EES to a UE's 3GPP identifier (i.e. UE's GPSI) – UE Identifier API (Solution #5, 3GPP TR 23.758).

One of the prominent UE identification information that the EAS can provide to the EES is the UE's IP address. This IP address could be the IP address of the UE itself or the public IP address, in case NAT systems are employed by the 3GPP network.
However, to generate the Edge UE ID, currently there is no mechanism provided by the 3GPP network, which the EES can use to map this IP address information uniquely to a UE.

Therefore, SA6 kindly requests SA2 to consider the EES's requirement to be able to identify a UE using the EAS supplied IP address, and provide a suitable mechanism.
