The EES southbound interaction with 3GPP 5GC uses the UP path change event in the AF traffic influence function as described in TS 23.501, clause 5.6.7, and the UP path change has different reporting information supported. More specifically, in table 5.6.7-1 of TS 23.501, it only supports event reporting mode of “on event detection”. The immediate reporting is not supported, periodic reporting is not supported either.

Of course, event reporting mode of “one time reporting” can be supported by the EES by unsubscribing the PCF/NEF API once the 1st report is received, EES can also control the max. number of report and reporting period so to provide an enhanced version of UP path change with more event reporting control. But the following reporting information should not be applicable for EES:

· Periodic reporting (either nothing to report or the report is delayed which is not good for edge computing)
· Sampling ratio & Group reporting Guard time (not applicable for the UP path change event)
