ACID is used to identify the Edge Application Server that supports a specific Application Client. This is independent on which platform (OS) the Application Client is running on. The examples also show that the same ACID is used regardless of which OS they run on.

Therefore, the OSId should not be included in the ACID and the examples should be kept since they already exclude the OSId.
Rev1: The E-Mail discussion was to update it according to SA2’s specifications. From SA2 specification TS 23.503:
· Operating System Identifier (OSId): An identifier identifying the operating system.

· OS specific Application Identifier (OSAppId): An identifier associated with a given application and uniquely identifying the application within the UE for a given operating system.
· Application descriptors: It consists of OSId and OSAppId(s). (NOTE 2)
· NOTE 2: The information is used to identify the Application(s) that is(are) running on the UE's OS. The OSId does not include an OS version number. The OSAppId does not include a version number for the application.

Application Client ID (ACID)

The Application Client ID identifies the client side of a particular application, for e.g. SA6Video viewer, SA6MsgClient etc. For example, all SA6MsgClient clients will share the same Application Client ID.

In case that the UE is running mobile OS, the Application Client ID is a pair of OSId and OSAppId, in other case it is the OSAppId.
Operating System Identifier (OSId) is an identifier identifying the operating system.

OS specific Application Identifier (OSAppId) is an identifier associated with a given application and uniquely identifying the application within the UE for a given operating system.
The OSId does not include an OS version number. The OSAppId does not include a version number for the application.
NOTE: OSAppId uniquely identifies the application software so a modern OS that supports multiple users can use the same OSAppId for all instances when multiple users uses the same application in the same UE.
This is an example of two ACIDs, in an iPhone UE the OSAppId can be an “App ID”, and in an Android UE the OSAppId can be “applicationId” so then the ACID can be: 
· OSId = “Android”, OSAppId = “com.companyx.sa6msgclient”
· OSId = “iOS”, OSAppId = “com.companyx.sa6msgclient”
