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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA2 for the reply LS on IP address to GPSI translation. 
SA6 would like this opportunity to answer the questions asked by SA2, from an SA6 architecture perspective:

SA2's Question #1:
Are there privacy concerns (and do you see any difference) with exposing to an AF that may be external the GPSI in the form of MSISDN or the GPSI in the form of External Identifier?
SA6's Answer:

Although the GPSI is a public identifier, a user may not be willing to share its MSISDN with AFs due to its potential misuse, such as for spamming. SA3 recognized this concern in their LS to SA2 and SA6 in S6-210012/ S2-2100044.
SA2's Question #2:
Should a new exposed subscription identifier be permanent or temporary? If such new exposed subscription identifier is temporary, what is its temporal validity? SA2 assumes that it is then up to the 5GC operator (e.g. NEF) to define this validity.

SA6's Answer:

A temporary identifier prevents potential misuse of the subscription identifier by the AFs in the long term, allowing better control to the user and the 5GC operator.
SA2's Question #3:
 Should such new exposed subscription identifier be “global” or per AF?

SA6's Answer:

SA6 understands that one UE can have multiple External Identifiers associated with it, allowing GPSI also to be specific to an AF. SA6 requests to evaluate AF specific GPSIs to avoid unauthorized sharing of the identifiers between the AFs.
