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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA2 for the reply LS on IP address to GPSI translation. SA6 would like to express the following view for GPSI:
On SA2's question #1:

In SA6’s understanding, although GPSI is a public identifier, a user may not be willing to share the GPSI with AFs in the form of MSISDN, due to its potential misuse (e.g. SMS spam). SA3 recognized this concern in their LS to SA6 and SA2 in S6-210012/ S2-2100044.

On SA2's question #2 and #3:

If GPSI is designed to be in the form of an External Identifier per AF and is also temporary (based on e.g. temporal validity or invalidated on a request by the subscriber), it will help in preventing the tracking of user’s behaviour across AFs. When the UE/subscriber returns to an AF and the AF only has the UE's IP address (which the AF does not recognize), the AF will call an IP-to-External-ID API and receive a new External Identifier, i.e. the subscriber will be seen as a new subscriber by the AF.
