8.10.2.1	General
The MSGin5G Client and MSGin5G Server functionalities can be integrated in the Data delivery management service, i.e. SEALDD enabler layer as specified in 3GPP TS 23.433 [23433] Annex B. The MSGin5G Client functionality is integrated in the SEALDD client as specified in 3GPP TS 23.433 [23433] and the MSGin5G Server functionality is integrated in the SEALDD server as specified in 3GPP TS 23.433 [23433]. 
The SEALDD client and SEALDD server specified in 3GPP TS 23.433 [23433] act as Application Client and Application Server in MSGin5G service specified in this document respectively and use MSGin5G functionalities to send SEALDD traffic in MSGin5G message format.
