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Overview

Certain elements of RACH procedures are specified in TS 25.321 (MAC), which typically is the responsibility of T1 Signalling SWG to test. However, RACH procedures are also tested during RF tests. The purpose of this document is to see if any of the RACH tests that would arise from TS 25.321 overlap RF tests.

Possible tests MAC Level RACH procedures

Tests of Access Service Class selection (11.2.1)

1. Check that the UE chooses the correct ASC according to the signalled logical channel priority. The test can probably only check that a valid PRACH partition and a non-zero persistence value are applied.

11.2.2 Control of RACH transmissions for FDD mode

2. Check that the correct value of persistence PI is applied for a given ASC. This procedure is probably not testable.

3. Check that the backoff timer is correctly applied.

4. Check that the backoff time is not applied when no AICH ACK or NACK is received.

5. Check that the retry counter (M) is correctly applied.

6. Check that if a persistence of zero is applied, no access takes place.
