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Basically, the GPRS test specifications consists of two parts: RF test specifications and signalling /protocol test specifications. The test specifications shall provide a technical guarantee that the GPRS mobile stations are world-wide interoperable with the GSM networks supporting the GPRS services.





The attached ETSI SMG7 Tdoc 432/98 has proposed how the GPRS test specifications will be structured and documented within the GSM 11.10-1. The result of the GPRS test specifications will be contained in the GSM 11.10-1, version 6, release 1997.
