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Subject: Relation between Javaphone  and other appropriate supplier of Java APIs

The joint SMG4 MExE / 3GPP T2 MExE meeting has considered the LS from Sun.

SUN have the most expertise in Java API definition and standardisation. SUN works in each group which defines telephony API. So SUN is able to co-ordinate Java API definition efforts.

MExE identifies SUN as the best partner and chooses Javaphone as the “MExE API definition subcontract” .

MExE would like to know what type of organisation is Javaphone .

MExE identifies two API supplier groups outside javaphone, MExE would like to know if there are other API supplier groups. Could you confirm that ECTF is the supplier of telephony API (JTAPI) and JATPI mobile group the supplier of mobile telephony API (JTAPI mobile).

JTAPI mobile group had already publish JTAPI mobile provider API on MNCRS web, MExE would like to know what is the status of JTAPI mobile group.

MExE would like to know what is the status of API provided by other supplier group from the Javaphone point of view (Approval procedure, IPR, access …).

MExE would like to know what is the Javaphone work regarding other API supplier groups:

· How does JavaPhone communicate API requirements ?

· Who defines the phone profile (optional packages, optional methods) ?

· Who defines the model implementation (call model using, subscription validation and provider state relation …. ) ?

· Who participates in the specification revue process and what process is applicable?

· …
