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MExE seeks SA6's opinion on charging mechanisms.





MExE has discussed the concept of charging being handled by the applications that form part of a service:





The Java application will be supplied by a service provider as the client part of the service. This application typically will communicate with the server application via a standard protocol such as TCP/IP, and possibly may use higher level protocols such as UDP. The format of such UDP messages is out of the scope of MExE standardisation, and will be defined by the provider of the service.





Similarly, the charging mechansim for these services could be managed by the provider of the service as they see fit, building on standard protocols such as UDP/TCP/IP.





In this case it may not be necessary for the MExE 03.57 stage 2 document to specify the charging mechanisms, other than to say that they shall be supported.





MExE is keen to hear SA6's opinion on this.
