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After examination of the existing version of 23.140 Stage 2 R’99, comparing this to the requirements at 22.140, reading through documents submitted by the GSM Association and France Telecom, and the recent documents submitted to the WAP Forum, Comverse Network System wishes to propose that at least the following items should be planned for inclusion in the Release 2000 version of MMS

1) Streaming UA – The requests for streaming Auk’s have been submitted by several 

bodies, including France telecom, the GSM Association and Comverse. Panasonic has submitted a proposal to the WAP forum, which has begun discussions on this subject.

Streaming will enable existing and near future WAP, phones to send and receive MM’s which include Audio, and will also enable the usage of Audio and Video terminals lacking large memory. We suggest examining two types of streaming UA’s:

· Streaming Audio (or, later, video) to CS ports directly using WTA

· Using WAP streaming extensions

2) Voice operated UA’s (voice XML)

3) Examine the possibility of standardizing interfaces between databases and the MMS relay

4) Better definition of addressing issues (translation from/to email addresses and MSISDN numbers)

5) Fixed INTERNET User Agents (solution for instant notification, Push services)

6) WSP Header structure (The MMS solution of the WAP forum will probably require the realization of the UAPROF over HTTP between a WAP Gateway and the MMS Relay) The UAPROF could use these headers, translate them to HTTP to negotiate terminal capabilities with the MMS relay

7) Change MMS flow description in the WAP case to reflect the current WAP solution.
